The Vision


Who: 
All pilgrims must be 18+ at the time of pilgrimage in August 2011. We will be traveling as a parish group at all times. We will not be traveling in conjunction with any other groups. All individuals will only participate at the discretion of Audra Motiejunas, Coordinator of Youth Ministry, and Fr. Peter Rossa, & Fr. Joe (Fr. Pete will not be traveling with us on this trip, but we still remain under his authority, we will have at least 1 to 2 male chaperones that will be accompanying our group).

What: 
World Youth Day is a massive gathering of young Catholics from literally every corner of the world. Past WYDs have boasted up to 4 million participants. WYD occurs every 3 years in a different location around the globe. Events of WYD include morning Mass & catechesis by Bishops/Cardinals, afternoon & evening events with concerts, workshops, touring religious sites, dramas, adoration, reconciliation, movies, etc. Additional events include: Opening Mass, Live Stations of the Cross, Papal Arrival & address, Evening prayer vigil with Pope Benedict XVI, Mass with Pope Benedict XVI.

When: 
We will be planning travel/events on our own in the days leading up to WYD in Madrid Spain. WYD is Tuesday, August 16-Sunday, August 21. We will depart a.s.a.p. on Monday, Aug. 22. We will travel as a group, including departure and return dates. Pilgrims will not be able to join late or leave early.

Why: 
WYD is a PILGRIMAGE, not a vacation. Its purpose is primarily a religious experience. We are Catholics before we are tourists in all circumstances. Pilgrims should be prepared for a strenuous time and expect to be hungry, dirty, tired, sore, lost & frustrated DAILY. 

Where: 
All WYD events will take place in Madrid. Additional travel is detailed below. Please note that not everyone will get to go to their desired destinations and daily activities will always be subject to change. 


How: 
We will live as a group…travel as a group…pray as a group…work as a group…eat as group…suffer as a group. Travel will be very difficult at times. Whining, complaining, drama, and unnecessary complications will not be tolerated. We will travel by plane, cross country train, metro, bus, and by foot. Pilgrims should be prepared to walk for a minimum of 5 miles every day. They must pack in 1 bag (that is able to be carried over rough terrain for 5 miles) & 1 carry on. The key is simplicity! You will wear every article of clothing you bring several times without washing it. Everything is about function. Nights may be spent on the floor, train & 1 night outside.

Preparation: 
It is imperative that each pilgrim prepares spiritually and mentally as well as physically and financially. We will periodically meet as a group to touch base on these 3 components. While it is understandable that some pilgrims with our group may not be able to attend such meetings due to location, it is imperative that they are a priority. In order to travel as a group in August, we must prepare as a group beforehand. All pilgrims should be committed to each other, not just the pilgrimage.

FINANCES
- Every Pilgrim should be PAID IN FULL no later than July 1st, 2011.
- Each pilgrim will have an individual account to record payments. Profits from 
fundraising events will be applied towards individual accounts as a “wage” (profit 
divided by hours worked/# of pilgrims who worked) 
- All monies will be handled through the parish. Pilgrims will deposit funds to the 
parish and the parish will be responsible for paying travel arrangements.
- A first deposit of $200 & Registration form will be due no later than May 31st 
- There will not be opportunities for refunds
- WYD starts in 411 days!!! 
14 months from June 2010-July 2011…cost $4,237 divided by 13 = $326/month
